Hamworthy Recreation Football Club was formed in 1948 as Hamworthy
Engineering FC and played on the Sports Ground opposite the factory at
Fleetsbridge in Poole (where the Tesco supermarket now stands). When the
site at Fleetsbridge was sold to Tesco in the late 1980’s the football, along
with the Sports & Social Club, moved to its current home at Magna Road.

At that time ‘Hamworthy Engineering FC’ were playing in the Bournemouth League
(Division 1). The Club won the Bournemouth Senior Cup in the 1988-89 season, and after
winning the Division One Championship in 1990/91 ‘The Rec’ successfully applied to join
the Dorset Combination League for season 92/93 when they finished 3rd. Success soon
followed when the Club won a hatrick of Combination League Championships in 1993-94,
1994-95 and 1995-96.

‘The Rec’ have lifted the League Championship Trophy on another nine occasions, 2000/01,
2001/02, 2004/05, 2009/10, 2010/11, 2014/15, 2017/18, 2018/19 and 2021/22. The Club
have won the League Cup on six occasions - 2000/01,2006/07, 2007/08, 2013/14, 2014/15
and 2021/22.

"The Rec’ consider that their greatest achievement was in 1995, when not only did they win
the League Championship, but also won the Dorset Senior Cup, defeating Weymouth
Football Club from the Southern League by 3 goals to nil at Magna Road in the Semi-Final,
and Poole Town FC, another Southern League team, 4 - 1 in the Final. The 2001-01 season
saw the Club change its name to Hamworthy Recreation FC to reflect the name of their
current headquarters. Our proud boast — we’ve never finished below 6™ since Ham Eng
joined the Combination in 1992/93.

When the Club won promotion to the Wessex League the Reserves moved to The
Hampshire Development League, winning Div 1 at the first attempt and finishing a
commendable mid table in 20223/24 having been promoted to the Premier Div.. For the
2024/25 season they applied for, and were granted, a place in the Dorset Premier League,
in which the Club has such a rich history.

During 2022, with funding support from the Football Foundation and local sponsors’ we
managed to get the ground upgraded to have floodlights and a 50 Seat Stand and so have
progressed to the Wessex League Division 1. We have a Development/Reserves Team, both
as a feeder team from our Under 18’s and upwards towards our First team.

We now have the following teams and Leagues:

e Under 18 Team, which for the 2023/2024 Season is totally back within Hamworthy

Hamble Club History

More than one year has been traced for the
formation of Hamble Club, but it is 1969 which is
deemed to be correct. Formed as Hamble FC, they
made steady progress through the Southampton
Junior League before merging with a Sunday team
called Hamble Club and adopted their current name in 1981.

From the senior divisions, Hamble Club were promoted to the Hampshire League
in 1993. They moved from their old Mount Pleasant base to the old College Fields
and made a further move to what was then known as the Shell-Max Ground during
the 2002/03 season, which remains their present home. Wessex members
between 2004 and 2007, Hamble became Hampshire Premier League founders but
failed to complete the 2012/13 season and had to start a division lower. This
heralded the start of an upturn as they gained four promotions in five years,
including one in their first season back in the Wessex League in 2017.

The Club was established in 1969, originally as a youth team. In 1993, they joined
Division Three of the Hampshire League. The Club were Division Three champions
in 1996/97 earning promotion to Division Two. In 2004, the Hampshire League
merged into the Wessex League, with Hamble becoming members of the new
Division Three. In 2006 the division was renamed division Two but at the end of
2006/07, the division was disbanded and the club became founder members of the
Hampshire Premier League.

Hamble pulled out of the Hampshire Premier League during the 2012/13 season.
Althought they were readmitted the following season, they started in the newly
formed second tier of the League, division One. The Club were Division One
runners-up in the 2013/14 season and were [promoted to the senior division and
went on to win the Senior Division in 2014/15.

After finishing third the following season, they were promoted to Division One and
then were Division One champions in 2016/17, earning promotion to the Premier
Division.
